The preference is for alums with an educational background 
and expertise in physical theatre but all proposals will be considered. In this context, we 
are defining physical theatre as incorporating physical and visual elements on a level at 
least equal to verbal elements, including a wide variety of styles, approaches, and 
aesthetics.  It can include, but is not limited to, commedia, movement theatre, clown, 
mime, mask, vaudeville, and circus.
